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Abstract

The purpose of the current study was to identify the effectiveness of
the application of (Tawasol) Developing Linguistic Communication Skills
among Children with Intellectual disabilities in Qatar, in addition to the
impact of the variable (Gender) on the level of Linguistic Communication
Skills. The research used One Group Design. This sample was consisting
from) (15) children. (8 male), (7 female). A tool was used to measure the
level of children's Linguistic Communication Skills prepared by the
researcher, in addition to the training application (Tawasol) prepared by the
researcher as well. The results showed differences in the post-test. This
confirms the effectiveness of the Tawasol application in developing
Developing Linguistic Communication Skills for children with Intellectual
disabilities, while No differences appear in the (Gender) on the Linguistic
Communication Skills scale. While researchers recommended for
