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Abstract

The current study aimed at identifying the level of the vocational
adjustment and the training needs and clarifying the relation between the
vocational adjustment level and training needs level among teachers of
hearing disabled students (The geographic area, qualification and gender)
in Jordan, in addition to identifying the effect of variables(Geographic area,
qualification, specialty) on the level of the vocational adjustment ,and the
effect of the variables on the training needs among the study sample. The
researcher used (the descriptive correlative approach). The sample study
consisted of (225) teachers-(6) males and (219) females among teachers of
students with hearing disability in Jordan. To achieve the goals of this
study, the researcher developed a scale for the vocational adjustment, and a
questionnaire for the training needs. The results of the study showed that
the level of the vocational adjustment and the level of the training needs
among teachers of students with hearing disability was high. Findings also
showed that there are no differences of statistically difference in the global
degree of the scale of vocational adjustment according to the gender
variable and qualification, the geographical area among teachers of
students with hearing disability in Jordan. It also showed that there are no

differences that are attributed to the specialty variable effect, and the



scientific qualification on the total degree of the questionnaire of the
training needs, it also showed there are differences of statistically
significance according to the geographical area variable. It was in favor of
teachers of students with hearing disability in the southern governerates. It
also revealed that there is a correlative relation of statistical significance
according to the geographical area variable, and it was in favor of teachers
of students with hearing disability in Jordan. It revealed also that there is a
correlative relation of statistically significance between the vocational
adjustment domains and the training needs domains among teachers of
students with hearing disability in Jordan.

The researcher recommended to identify the training needs of
teachers of students with hearing disability who work at (Alamal for deaf),
and preparing, updating the plans and study corricula, programmmes and
training workshops that pursue to qualify the teachers of students with
hearing disability before joining service and after with the emphasis on the
technological aspect, educational technology, assessment (measurement)

and diagnosis.
