Effectiveness of a Training Program Based on Behavioral Theory in

Abstract

The study aimed to identify the effectiveness of a training program
based on the behavioral theory in stimulate sensory integration skills for
students with autism spectrum disorder. The researcher used the mixed
design and (6) students of autism spectrum disorder distributed as
following (3 females, 3 males) and they were deliberately selected from
one of the special education centers in Amman during the year (2021). To
achieve the goals for the study, a sensory integration scale was developed,
and training program was built, suitable psychometric properties were
verified, as the scale included (70) skills distributed on (7) dimension,
including: (visual Kkinetic synergy, auditory discrimination, haplic
discrimination, gross motor skills, fine motor skills, body position

simulation, balance).

The results showed that there were statistically significant differences in
the use of the training program that based on behavioral theory in
stimulating sensory integration skills among student with autism spectrum

disorder and the results also showed that there were no statistically



significant differences attributable to the gender variable and sever

disability.

The researcher recommended conducting a study on the effectiveness of
a training program based on behavioral theory in stimulating sensory
integration skills for different ages of students with autism spectrum
disorder.
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
