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Abstract

The study aimed to know the reality of using e-learning in teaching
students with specific learning disorders from the point of view of the
teachers of the sources rooms in Jordan, and to achieve the objectives
of the study, the researcher used the descriptive analytical curriculum,
where the study tool was developed and distributed to the sample of
the study which included (27) teachers . The results of the study
showed that the degree of reality of using e-learning in teaching

students with specific learning disorders came high.



The results also showed that there were no statistically significant
differences at the level of significance (a¢=0.05) between the average
study sample estimates of the reality of e-learning in teaching students
with specific learning disorders from the point of view of resource
room teachers due to variables such as (sex, scientific qualification

and experience).

In light of the results of the study, the researcher recommended that
the teachers of the sources rooms should be subjected to training
courses related to e-education and the need for universities to take into

account e-learning and curriculums as well.
