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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the aspects of the civil liability of the
publishing house for copyright in Jordanian law. Among the findings of the
researcher is that the Jordanian legislation established a system of rules that
protect the copyright in the face of the publishing house by holding it civil
liability in the event that there is an infringement on the work so that the
publishing house bears the consequences of the breach of the duties
imposed on it in the event of a contract between The publishing house, the
author, or the tort liability in the event of a default by the publishing house,
as it is the one who undertakes the protection and supervision of the work,
and bears the penalty resulting from neglecting the duty, or doing what
should have been refrained from, Among the recommendations, the
researcher wishes the Jordanian Legislative Institution to continuously
renew intellectual property legislation by adding new works such as
medical works and providing legal protection.
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
