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Abstract
The study aimed at identifying the relationship between emotional intelligence
and the quality of friendship among students with disabilities in the basic stage and their
relationship to some variables (the sex of the disabled student, and his age). There are
(6300) male and female students in schools with disabilities in the capital, Amman,
according to the statistics of the Jordanian Ministry of Education. As for the study sample,
it was chosen by simple random method and it amounted to (377) students of both sexes.

The study used the questionnaire as a tool for collecting data from the study members.

The results of the study showed that there is an average level of emotional
intelligence and the quality of friendship among students with disabilities in the basic
stage, and the results indicated that there is a positive correlation with statistical
significance between emotional intelligence and the quality of friendship in its
dimensions among students with disabilities in the basic stage, and the study also found
that there is no Statistically significant differences at the significance level (0<0.05) in
the level of emotional intelligence among students with disabilities in the basic stage due
to the variable of the sex of the disabled child, and the presence of statistically significant
differences in the level of emotional intelligence according to the gender of the child.

Accordingly, the study recommended the need to build special educational programs to



develop emotional intelligence skills for students with disabilities in the basic stage, and
to prepare remedial plans to develop and increase students’ effectiveness in building and

forming friendships and social relationships among them.
