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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the degree of contribution of school
administrations in the capital city of Amman in guiding tenth grade
students to choose their educational path from the students' point of view
themselves, and to achieve her goal, the researcher used the descriptive
survey method. The study population consisted of all (1926) tenth-grade
students in public and private schools in Sahab District, and the study
sample consisted of (329) students who are selected by the easiest way of
sampling. The sample represented(17%) from population and the
researcher developed a tool for the study that consisted of one part
consisting of (30) paragraphs divided into two domains: (preparation
procedures for choosing the educational path and choosing the educational
path and its requirements).

The results of the study showed that the degree of contribution of
school administrations was medium, on the total degree of the
questionnaire related to it, and on its two domains as well, with statistically
significant differences between the arithmetic averages of the responses of
the sample on the degree of contribution of the mentioned school

administrations according to the sex variable and in favor of males. While



the results showed that there were no statistically significant differences
due to the variables: school type, and student rate.

In light of the results, the study recommended a number of
recommendations, including: the role of school administrations in
providing the requirements for the needs of the selection of educational
paths for tenth grade students in public and private schools, holding
meetings and explanatory activities in which specialized lecturers
participate to educate students and their families about choosing
educational paths after the tenth grade, and designing illustrative films that
show the steps for filling out the forms approved by the tenth grade

students to choose the educational paths in a proper way.
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
