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Abstract
The current study aimed to reveal emotional intelligence and its
relationship to decision-making strategies among academically superior
and underachieving students in the basic stage in Jerash Governorate. The
Directorate of Education in Jerash Governorate, and to achieve the
objectives of the study, the Bar-On scale of emotional intelligence and the
decision-making strategies scale were developed, and the validity and

reliability of these tools were verified.

The results of the study showed that the level of emotional intelligence
among academically superior students came at a high level on the scale as
a whole, except for the stress management dimension and the personal
competence dimension, which came at a medium level, while the level of
emotional intelligence among students with low achievement was average
on the scale as a whole, and the results of the study indicated that the degree
of strategic practice Decision-making (deliberation) among outstanding
students came to a high degree, and the strategy of haste and hesitation
came to a medium degree, while the degree of practicing decision-making
strategy (hesitation) among students of low achievement was high, and the

strategy of haste and haste came to a medium degree, as well as the



presence of statistically significant differences at the level of Significance
(o = 0.05) between the mean scores of the academically superior students
on the emotional intelligence scale as a whole due to the gender variable,
and the differences came in favor of the talented females. The differences
came in favor of low-achieving females, with the exception of the
dimension of personal efficiency and the dimension of adaptation, and
there were statistically significant differences at the level of significance (o
=0.0). 5) Attributed to the effect of gender on decision-making strategies,
and the differences came in favor of superior and low-achieving males in
the haste and hesitation strategy, while the deliberation strategy came in
favor of the superior and low-achieving females, and there was a positive,
statistically significant correlation between the deliberation strategy and
the measure of emotional intelligence as a whole in all its dimensions, and
there was a negative relationship Statistically significant between the hasty
decision-making strategy and the hesitation strategy on the one hand, and
the emotional intelligence scale as a whole with all its dimensions on the

other hand.
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
