Abstract

This study aimed to demonstrate the impact of strategic foresight in
promoting sustainable development in the Special Economic Zone at
Dugm. To achieve the objectives of the study, the quantitative (descriptive
and analytical) approach was used. The study community consisted of
(187) employees of the Special Economic Zone at Dugm in the Sultanate of
Oman. A questionnaire was developed for this purpose and distributed to
them electronically. 165 questionnaires were valid for analysis, with a

response rate of (88.2%).

The study reached a set of results, the most important of which is the
existence of an impact of strategic foresight in promoting sustainable
development, economic development, social development, and
environmental development, in the Dugm Special Economic Zone in the

Sultanate of Oman.

The study recommended a set of recommendations, the most
important of which are: Establishing a specialized team to manage

brainstorming sessions in the Special Economic Zone. Providing accurate



programs and tools for analyzing information in the Special Economic
Zone. Attracting experts and people skilled in analyzing information and

critical success factors in the Special Economic Zone.
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
