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Abstract

This study aimed to build a cognitive test in measurement and
evaluation for bachelor's students at the faculties of education at Jordanian
universities. In his study, the researcher adopted the descriptive
methodology, and a test was built and distributed to the study sample after
verifying the indications of its validity and reliability. Students of the
Faculty of Education of the Universities of the Central Province, who were
selected in a random and proportionate class manner, numbering 410
students. The study results of showed that each of the test items were
statistically acceptable and relevant. The values of the difficulty and
discrimination of the test items were acceptable. The results of the study
also showed that there were no statistically significant differences between
the students' means on the test attributable to gender and university sector.
Moreover, the test had appropriate psychometric properties. The study
recommended several recommendations, including the use of the current
test at Jordanian universities as a diagnostic tool by which students of the
faculties of education can be able to measure and evaluate, given that the
test has good connotations of honesty and consistency.
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
