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Abstract

This study aimed to examine the relationship between entrepreneurs' awareness of
psychological counseling in Jordan and their psychological hardiness, in addition to
identifying the differences in these variables according to gender and educational
qualification. The study sample consisted of 88 male and female entrepreneurs selected
using the convenient sampling method. To achieve the objectives of the study, the
researcher developed two scales: the Psychological Counseling Awareness Scale for
Entrepreneurs ,consisting of nine items, and the Psychological Hardiness Scale, consisting
of fifteen items. After ensuring their validity and reliability, the instruments were

administered to the study sample.

The results indicated that both the level of awareness of the importance of psychological
counseling and the level of psychological hardiness among entrepreneurs in Jordan were
high. Significant differences were found in awareness of the importance of psychological
counseling and psychological hardiness based on gender, in favor of females. Furthermore,
differences in awareness of psychological counseling were found according to educational
qualification, in favor of entrepreneurs with postgraduate degrees, while no differences in
psychological hardiness were attributed to educational qualification. The findings also
revealed a positive correlation between awareness of psychological counseling and

psychological hardiness among entrepreneurs in Jordan.



In light of these results, the researcher recommends conducting further descriptive, survey,
and experimental studies on entrepreneurs, taking into account additional variables not

covered in the present study, such as psychological empowerment.
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
